Sending Stories

Send us your stories and recollections of Senator Byrd. You can do this two ways. Write or type
the stories and send them to us by regular mail to: Robert C. Byrd Center for Legislative Studies,
P.O. Box 5000, Shepherd University, Shepherdstown, WV 25443.

All stories must be signed by the author and
provide a name and address so we may contact you if needed. The stories will be available for
researchers and members of the public to view at the Byrd Center. With your permission, some
of the stories may be featured on this website and used for exhibit purposes.

Sending Photos

We welcome photos you have that feature Senator Byrd. All photos must clearly identify the
people in the picture and, whenever possible, provide the date and place the photo was taken. All
photos you send will become the property of the Robert C. Byrd Center for Legislative Studies,
where they will become a permanent part of the Robert C. Byrd Archive. The photos will be
available for researchers and members of the public to view at the Byrd Center. With your
permission, some of the stories may be featured on this website and used for exhibit purposes.
We will accept copies of photos, so you can keep the original and we will accept digital copies,
which can be emailed to ByrdLegacy@shepherd.edu.
